EXPLANATORY NOTES
1. Cricket Wellington is seeking to develop an attractive and positive playing style in the game.  Pitch and outfield quality are crucial elements is achieving this goal.  This report is vital to assisting that process.

2. Pitch
A good pitch
· Encourages batsmen through pace and bounce

· Encourages pace bowlers through bounce and pace (not seam movement).  (A medium paced delivery pitched 3m in front of the popping crease should bounce at least stump height).  Seam movement should be minimal.

· One-day pitches should not change significantly over the duration of a match allowing equality of conditions for both teams.  Excessive seam or spin are especially detrimental to this form of the game. 

· Two-day match pitches should not seam excessively early on, which would provide a huge advantage to the team bowling first, but should wear gradually as the match proceeds, encouraging spin bowlers later in the match. 

3. Outfield
A good outfield
· Needs to be smooth and well grassed allowing fieldsmen to safely perform skills at pace. 

· Needs grass to be short enough to avoid excessive “holding” of the ball which prevents batsmen getting value for shots.
