Only one non-member is permitted to accompany you to the facility at any given time.
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Your personal safety is your responsibility and the Wellington School of Cricket takes no responsibility for

any injury that you may receive during your time at the centre or as a result of any activity you have

performed at the centre.

6. Liability for any damage caused by the member or member’s guest to Wellington School of Cricket
facilities, property, or materials will rest with the member.

7. The Wellington School of Cricket dress code must be adhered to while in the centre. This dress code
stipulates that participants must wear a white shirt and dark coloured trousers, shorts, or skirt.

8. Usage of the nets or other facilities is subject to availability.

9. To book a bowling machine and/or a net you must contact your centre manager prior to arrival.

10. Bookings can be made no more than two weeks in advance.

11. If you wish to cancel a booking you must notify your Centre Manager 24 hours before the time of your
session.

12. Usage of the bowling machine is limited to members over the age of 18, unless supervised and
accompanied by an adult.

13. No smoking or alcohol is permitted on the premises.
